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Maths


During Autumn 2 we will continue to deepen understanding of addition and subtraction strategies for problem solving particularly which problems can be calculated mentally or with a written method. We will move onto multiplication and division problems, investigating factors and multiples, learning square and cube numbers and multiplying and dividing by 10, 100 and 1000. Later they will use multiplication and division linked to measure specifically area and perimeter. This term will see a lot of work on mental recall of times tables and number bonds which will help children solve problems more easily.





English


Initially children will continue with their ghostly themed writing and stories based around Dracula’s Whitby and Alma – film based stories. 





Later in the term, pupils will be reading texts relating to WW2 such as Goodnight Mr Tom, Lighthouse Letters, Friend and Foe to create a variety of written pieces such as diaries, stories and reports.





Children will focus in on clauses in sentences. Use relative clauses accurately and how we use commas to separate clauses.








Science


We will continue to further our understanding of materials and chemical changes. Discovering the differences between mixtures and solutions, chemical reactions and changes which are irreversible or reversible. Using this learning, we will tackle problems of being stranded on a desert island and using what we know to survive such as separating materials, evaporation for clean drinking water and insulating for keeping water at night.
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Numeracy


During this half-term we will be looking at 2d shape, methods of problem solving, fractions and decimals and processing and representing data in a variety of ways. Where possible numeracy will be related to our themed topic of In My Liverpool Home.





Music


This term,children will spend time exploring music from the 1940’s era and learning songs used during wartime. They will also perform these during our  WW2 remembrance day.





Geography


Children will be further investigating maps with a focus on the UK and major towns and cities, land use and symbols which indicate key features. We will learn about coordinates on large scale maps and find places using 4digit coordinates.








Design and Technology


Our first DT project will involve creating a product based on rationing during WW2. Pupils will design and make their own dish considering nutritional values and foods available during rationing.








SEAL 


We will continue to learn about the importance of British values such as tolerance, respect for others and children’s rights through our World War 2 topic.


We will also be spending time on the topic Getting on Falling out and how we resolve disagreements and maintain positive relationships with each other.








History


Our second part of our topic on World War 2 will now turn to focus on the lives of children in Britain during WW2. We will learn about evacuation, the Blitz and how British cities and towns were affected by the war. We will also explore how war impacted on many social issues such as employment, food and rationing





Religious Education


At the beginning of the term we will explore belonging to the Catholic faith and the sacraments of Baptism and Confirmation and how Christians confirm their belonging to God. As we prepare for Christmas, we will then explore Hope and awaiting for exciting arrivals and how we prepare for the birth of Christ.





Computing


Children will become website designers giving pupils the chance to create and produce their own website using wordpress templates and their learning about World War 2.





Spanish


In Spanish, we will be learning the names of musical instruments and continuing to use basic phrases to introduce ourselves. 





Physical Education


Our focus for PE is Dance and Gymnastics. In dance, we will be linking our skills to preparing a dance for our World War 2 celebration day. In gymnastics, we will be exploring different movements involving balance and travelling.

We continue our topic based on World War 2 and having investigated life in Germany and why war began, we now move to looking how Great Britain and particularly the lives of children were affected.

Don’t forget to bring PE kits in on Mondays and Wednesdays, children can leave them in school until Friday. This makes easier should children take part in any sport during the week, especially if your child is involved in any competitions or clubs.
