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English


We will begin the term exploring narrative poetry with the Highway man. This will lead to character descriptions, presenting poetry to an audience and lots of work on vocabulary and expression. Later in the first term we will also be having a visit from the poet Andy Tooze, learning some of his poems and getting some great insight into what makes poetry so effective.








Maths


This first term we will be focussing on the number system and place value of numbers. This will include reading, writing and comparing numbers up to six digits in different ways. We will practise rounding numbers to powers of ten. Use negative numbers to count and compare. We will move onto addition and subtraction of numbers up to 5 digits later in the term and looking at different methods for these operations 





Science


Science in autumn will explore the properties of materials and how they change. We will investigate how materials act in different ways when they come into contact with other materials such as salt, or water or heat. This topic will be full of hands on discovery
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Numeracy


During this half-term we will be looking at 2d shape, methods of problem solving, fractions and decimals and processing and representing data in a variety of ways. Where possible numeracy will be related to our themed topic of In My Liverpool Home.





Geography


Children will be looking at maps and how land changed before and after the war. We will review European countries pre WW2 and the use of aerial maps during WW2








Art and Design


Linked with their poetry work, year 5 will be working on line, tone and shading creating black and white portraits. They will explore the use of different lines and effects of shading doing observational drawing which gives a 3d effect to their artwork.





Spanish


Children will be continuing to learn Spanish greetings and counting to 30. We also be learning about animals and colours in Spanish.





Computing


Children will use still images to edit and create a mini film to present their poems. They will manipulate images, import and edit to capture their chosen effect.





Physical Education


Our focus for PE is Athletics, focusing on fitness and strength. Children will also be working on football skills, tactics and team sportsmanship., 





Religious Education


We will be exploring ourselves and the qualities and talents we share. We will make links with talents from God and how we use these to do our best and help others.





History


The beginning of our topic on World War two will begin with exploring the reasons for the outbreak of war and what led to Germany invading other countries. Later we will begin to the effect this had on other countries and their people. We will focus on the lives of children in Germany before the outbreak of WW2





SEAL 


We will be focusing on British values and the principles which use daily to promote a happy, safe and accepting community. We will explore our individuality, the rights of children and respect for others.
